M Private Housing
In general, students should visit a real estate agency to find an apartment by themselves.
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Kagawa University Coop may assist students who wish to live in private apartments near the
university. Monthly rent varies from ¥20,000 to ¥60,000 depending on room size and other
factors.

Once details have been settled between the landlord and the potential tenant, a rental contract
is drawn up. When concluding a rental contract, a guarantor is usually needed. An international
student in Kagawa can request Kagawa Prefecture International Exchange Association to be a
guarantor when renting private housing. To qualify for this program, an international student
first needs to have General Housing Compensation Insurance. For details, contact the Educational
Affairs Section of the relevant Faculty or Graduate School the or the Administrative Group.

In Japan, deposit (Shiki-kin), key money (Rei-kin), and a commission fee are usually paid when
making a rental contract. For that reason, students must prepare to pay a large sum of money (2
to 4 months rent money) beforehand.

Shiki-kin is a security deposit for renting an apartment. When one vacates the apartment, the
landlord usually takes a certain amount of money from the deposit and returns the rest.

Rei-kin, or “gratitude money” is the amount paid to the landlord when one first rents the

apartment. It is usually equivalent to 1 or 2 months’ rent and will not be returned when the
apartment is vacated.

B Estimated Living Costs

B Working Part-time in Japan

Since a foreigner who has a visa as a college student is not permitted to work in Japan, an
international student should seek permission from the regional immigration bureau before such
activities other than those authorized are engaged in.

Furthermore, an international student should also seek permission from the Administrative Group or
the Educational Affairs Section of the relevant Faculty or Graduate School. Any part-time work must
not interfere with the students’ studies or research, which is their main purpose for being in Japan.

Hours of Work

For international students with College Student Visas, the student may not work more than 28
hours per week. During long holidays however, such as summer, winter, and spring vacation,
the student may not work more than 8 hours per day.
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- Scholarships

B Scholarships for privately-funded students
Privately-funded students can apply for scholarships through the university, after their arrival

in Japan. Associations such as Kagawa University and other private foundations provide the

scholarships and set the application periods. As such, the required qualifications and the given

stipends differ from one scholarship to another. Whenever such scholarships are available, the
information will be posted on the bulletin board. There are rarely any private scholarships for

non-degree seeking students, such as research students.

The selections of candidates for the scholarships are made twice a year, once in April and again
in October. On the occasion of the recruitment, we publicize information through the Education
Affairs Section of the relevant Faculty or Graduate School, and post it on the bulletin board.

B Japanese Government (“Monbukagakusho”) Scholarship (For those
already in Japan)

Japanese Government (Monbukagakusho/MEXT) Scholarships Domestic Selection is available
to privately-funded students currently studying at Kagawa University.

To be eligible, a student must meet one of the following criteria. Applications should be
submitted through the University, which will then select candidates to recommend to MEXT.
For details, please inquire at the Educational Affairs Section of each Faculty or Graduate School
after entering Kagawa University.

Eligibility

1. Those who are currently enrolled in an undergraduate program and are expected to be
enrolled in the final year of the same program on April 1 of the forthcoming year.

2. Those who are currently enrolled in an undergraduate program, or are currently studying as
a research student, and is expected to be enrolled in a graduate degree (Master's, professional,
or Doctoral) program on April 1 of the forthcoming year.

3. Those who are currently enrolled in a graduate degree (Master's, professional, or Doctoral)
program.

Timetable

October

The University starts the application process (screening documents and interviewing
applicants)

February

After deliberations at the MEXT, recipients are determined.

April

Recipients begin to receive their monthly stipend.
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- Student supporters and Tutors

Each international student is aided by a student supporter and tutor.

Student supporters and tutors are selected by academic advisors from students who are studying
in a similar field as that of the international students they are to be aiding. They will not only help
international students with their study, but also support them in matters concerning daily life.

Student supporters mainly provide support in the daily lives of international students, such as
meet and greet at the airport/station, help with moving in, and advice concerning transportation
to and from the university. Help will also be provided with bureaucratic procedures, and in
the setup of a bank account and cell-phone contract. The support period is one month after
international students arrive in Japan. After one month, the student tutors will support the
international students with their study and research matters. Support by student tutors is
provided for the first year from admission, however international students who still have
difficulties with the Japanese language may be able to extend that period.

B National Health Insurance Program in Japan

The National Health Insurance Program in Japan is an insurance system aimed at reducing
individuals’ medical costs. All international students, including their family, those who have the
visa status of “College Student,” and are staying in Japan for more than three months, must
become a member of the program. The premium is approximately ¥20,000/year or ¥1,700/
month.

Once arriving in Japan, students can apply at the city/ward office near their residence.
This insurance allows the bearer to pay only 30% of the incurred medical costs.

However, this program cannot cover the period prior to application, so we strongly recommend
that students purchase private travelor's insurance before coming to Japan.

Traveler's Insurance
We recommend that you sign up for traveler’s insurance before leaving for Japan.

Since medical services can be expensive in Japan, if you receive an examination or treatment for
an accident or medical emergency, the cost will be fairly high. If you are enrolled in traveler's
insurance, it would help to lessen your burden of payment.

Be sure to read the terms of your traveler's insurance carefully, as there are illnesses (e.g.
pre-existing/chronic conditions or dental care) and injuries that may not be covered. We
recommend that you seek medical treatment for any existing illness before you come to Japan
to ensure that your research in Japan will go smoothly.
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- Procedures for Entering Japan

The following is the procedure for entering Japan as an international student.
1. Obtain an acceptance letter from a Japanese university

2. Obtain a passport in your country

3. Obtain a “College Student Visa” from the Japanese Embassy or Consulate

Applying for Visas

Visas can be applied through either one of the procedures outlined below.

1. When there is no “certificate of eligibility for a status of residence” issued

The visa application is personally submitted by the student intending to study in Japan at the
Japanese Embassy or Consulate in their home country. The time required to process this visa
application will take longer as the application documents will have to be sent back and forth
between the student’'s home country and Japan.

2. When there is a “certificate of eligibility for a status of residence” issued

Before applying for a visa, either the student intending to study in Japan or their proxy, will
apply for the “certificate of eligibility for a status of residence” and have it issued to them at
one of the Regional Immigration Bureaus in Japan. With this “certificate of eligibility” in hand,
the student will then personally apply for a visa at the Japanese Embassy or Consulate in
their home country. Unlike visa application without the “certificate of eligibility for a status of
residence,” this alternative has a shorter processing time.

Visa Support

In order to support international students’ smooth entrance to Kagawa University, we offer
prospective students a proxy application service for their Certificate of Eligibility (COE).
Upon successful issuance of the COE, we will send it to the prospective students so that they
may use it to apply for a “College Student Visa” in a Japanese Embassy or Consulate near
them. However, please note that this proxy service does not guarantee 100% success. The final
decision for visa issuance rests in the hands of the Japanese Immigration Office and Embassy.

Please also keep in mind that this visa support service is not always available due to the timing
of the student’s acceptance.
