One aim of general education at Kagawa University is to help students develop a wide range of c
ommunication skills. This course builds upon the basic English communication skills developed b
y students in their first year (in Communicative English I/1I).

EEDEN

This course focuses on the development of students’ spoken and written presentation skills. The
primary objective is for students to improve their English communication abilities by learning ho
w to plan, write, and deliver effective multimedia presentations over the 15-week semester.
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By the end of the semester, students should be enabled to:

1. Actively engage others in English conversation related to presentation topics.

2. Use communication strategies to overcome difficulties expressing themselves.

3. Write clear and well-organized speech scripts and presentation outlines.

4. Construct each section of a presentation (introduction, body, conclusion) effectively.

5. Deliver a 4-5 minute multimedia presentation in English on a variety of topics.

The above criteria are in line with General Education standards at Kagawa University. (To develo
p basic problem- solving skills) (To broaden one's knowledge of the humanities, society, and th
e environment)
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Students will be evaluated on the following:
In-class writing assignments: 20% (txt files to Moodle),
Mid-term exam 1: 40%, Mid-term exam 2: 40% (dictionaries NOT allowed)
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Classwork will center on activities in the textbook, speaking tasks, and various writing tasks intro
duced as the semester unfolds. Students will plan, draft, and revise written scripts for presentati
ons, as well as practice effective delivery techniques. English will be the primary medium of com
munication in class.
