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The course will start by concentrating on the rapid review of essential English grammar, consolidated through the
translation of newspaper articles. The course will also provide an account of basic medical terms in English from a
linguistics perspective.
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By the end of the course, students should be able to do acquired the following:
(a) analyze concepts involved in the study of linguistic structure of English today
(b) use both medical and lay terms in English.
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The assessment consists of an assignment/presentation (40%) and two exams, each weighted equally (30%+30%).
